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Institutional Authorization 
WGU is known in Indiana as “Western Governors University Indiana” or “WGU Indiana.” WGU Indiana was chartered by Executive 
Order 10-04 under Governor Mitchell E. Daniels, Jr. on June 11, 2010. 
 
Licensure Pathway 
Candidates applying for a teaching license in Indiana do so primarily through the direct licensure pathway. Those enrolled in the BA 
Elementary Education program will use the approved licensure pathway. Information on the different licensure pathways is available 
in the licensure handbook. Complete details on licensure requirements in the state of Indiana can also be found in the licensure 
handbook.
